They're themed studios with movies
in production like a Wizard of Oz-
type thing, a sci-fi film, a harror flick,
a Grease-type musical, a murder
movie, a King Kong monster movie,
a western and a cop set. lf's a
groovy idea because there's plenty
lo explore (well over 50 rooms) and
a huge variety of graphics.
