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!HE NEXT few months could produce a massive 

upheaval in the companies which have been set 
up on the back of the amazing success of the 

ZX-81. 
A visit to the recent ZX Microfa i r , the Earls 

Court Computer Fair, or even a quick glance 
through the pages of!"#$%&'#( User indicates the size of 
the industry. Better keyboards, extra memory, mother-
boards and much more are being produced in garages 
and backrooms throughout the country. 

A l l the companies have emerged since Sinclair 
Research introduced the ZX-80 two years ago and pro-
vide hardware to expand the capabilities of the basic 
Sinclair machines. Most have found a ready market 
and the developments continue. 

Their future, however, seems suddenly to have been 
undermined by the introduct ion of the Spectrum. 
W i t h that product Sinclair seems to have covered 
most of the areas which the spin-off companies have 
been able to f i l l in the ZX-81 market. It has colour, 
sound, an easier-to-use keyboard, a much shorter 
loading time for programs and there are plans to intro-
duce a microdr ive w i t h data stored on microfloppies 
and an interface to a l low other printers to be used and 
to develop graphics wh ich can be used on the U.S. and 
French colour television systems. 

W i t h a price of £125 for the smaller 16K RAM ver-
sion. the Spectrum is also l ikely to put a large dent in 
the sales of the ZX-81. Al though Sinclair has said that 
the Spectrum is an extension to its range of computers, 
it w i l l make many people think twice before buying 
the ZX-81. 

Even w i th the price of the 16K RAM pack having 
been reduced from £49.95 to £29.95, the cost of the 16K 
ZX-81 is almost £100, only £25 less than the 16K 
Spectrum. Add the cost of a keyboard and there is very 
l i t t le difference. 

On that analysis, there wou ld be l i t t le point in 
Sinclair cont inuing to produce the ZX-81. That, 
however, ignores one of the major attractions of the 
ZX-81. For a reasonable price the person w i th no 
knowledge of computers can buy one and use it to 
learn about simple programs and determine the 
capabilities of the machine. 

It is l ikely that the demand w i l l be maintained. The 
question-mark is about the way in wh ich people w i l l 
want to upgrade their systems. The most obvious move 
would be to continue as at present and take advantage 
of the existing range of peripherals but those who 
wi th to make a major leap to a system w i th vastly 

superior capabilities, and who at one t ime would have 
thought of jo ining the queue for the BBC Micro, w i l l 
now opt for the Spectrum. 

If qual i ty can be maintained and production set at 
the level to meet demand, more people ar<> l ikely to 
choose this route rather than deciding to improve their 
ZX-81s, leaving a growing number of unused ZX-81s. 
The logical step wou ld be to sell them to help pay for 
the Spectrum, result ing in an increase in the ZX-81 
second-hand market, enabling even more people to 
become ZX-81 users and introducing them to the 
Sinclair family of products. 

W i t h the basic ZX-81 having cost less than £70, it 
could be that they would be more l ikely to upgrade by 
stages rather than choose the Spectrum. How much 
more l ikely w i l l depend on the movement of prices of 
all the products and their avai labi l i ty. 

The overal l conclusion must be that introduct ion of 
the ZX Spectrum w i l l slow, but not halt, the growth of 
the ZX-81 hardware peripherals market and promote 
an increase in the second-hand market.

f i l ters and an ampl i f ier in a 
box 25 i n . x 2 i n . x l i n . The 
way that the ZX-81 records 
a tone on tape can cause a 
1kHz signal to be genera-
ted on top of the ZX-81 
data. The low-frequency 
f i l ter copes w i th that. 

The other frequency at 
12-14kHz can be caused by 
the fact that the tape heads 
oscillate at that frequency 
and the ZX-81 recorded 
frequency harmonic can 
clash w i th it. creating yet 
another frequency. The 
unit is powered f rom the 
power pack supplying the 
ZX-81 by plugging it into 
the ZX-81 ear and power 
sockets. The cassette leads 
and the power supply plug 
into the other side of the 
box.

I have a 14in. black 
and whi te Wal tham port-
able which, used in con-
junction w i th the SUGA 
and using all the standard 
procedures. I am able to 
SAVE but under no cir-
cumstances can I LOAD. I 
discovered that the fo l low-
ing simple method worked 
perfectly. 

Key-in the instruct ion 
LOAD 'program name', dis-
connect the aerial f rom the 
back of the TV set and posi-
tion it on the loop aerial or 
on top of the set so that it 

hangs at the back of the set. 
to give a b lurred picture of 
the LOAD instruction. 
Then fo l low the normal 
loading procedure, press 
PLAY on the tape recorder 
and NEW LINE and the 
program LOADS, giv ing 
the 0/0 on the screen. 

Replace the aerial in the 
back of the TV set and pro-
ceed to run the program as 
normal. It is not necessary 
to have the b lurred LOAD 
instruction, provided that 
you know the exact posi-
t ion on the tape of the pro-
gram and again making 
sure you do not replace the 
aerial before the program 
is fu l ly loaded; i f you do 
you w i l l lose it. 

It wou ld appear that a 
back EMF or signal f rom 
the TV set destroys the pro-
gram. I have tr ied the 
method on two other TV 
sets and i t worked 
perfectly.

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I BOUGHT the f irst copy of 
your magazine two weeks 
ago and I am impressed by 
the general ideas and 
possibil it ies of a magazine 
devoted to one computer. 
The dif ferent dialects of 
Basic and di f ferent ROM 
mean that magazines cater-
ing for more than one com-
puter tend to contain less 
specific information. 

I found some rather 
tedious inaccuracies or 
bad presentation in the 
programs section, wh ich is 
otherwise excellent value 
and the real "meat" of the 
magazine. I shall list the 
points for brevity: 

Poor reproduction of 
l istings in general, making 
the numbers sometimes 
d i f f i cu l t to read. 

No listings of the var i -
ables in the programs. That 
makes it extremely d i f f i -

cult to fo l low a long 
program. 

Where PRINT " M 

occurs, no indication is 
given of the numbers of 
blank spaces between the 
brackets. You can measure 
the distance and compare 
it to other characters to 
work out how many blanks 
there are but surely it 
wou ld be easier to wr i te 
PRINT "no. of blank 
spaces'* or PRINT " 
since that wou ld be much 
clearer. Simi lar ly, grey 
squares are pr inted as grey 
squares in the listings and 
it is often d i f f icu l t to see 
whether they are graphics 
mode press key A or H 
again; this could be wr i t ten 
PRINT "graphics A " to 
make the l isting much 
clearer.

The Spectrum costs £175 
for the 48K RAM version 
which has 16K of work ing 
memory and can be used 
as yet only on Brit ish or 
simi lar colour television 
systems. 

It is thought that the 
Electron w i l l have scope 
for better and more f lexi-
ble picture def ini t ion. The 
Spectrum should have 
more programmable func-
tions. the abi l i ty to show a 
greater amount of text, and 
faster loading and retrieval 
of informat ion.

SINCLAIR Research had 
pre-tax profits of £10 
mil l ion on turnover of £27 
mil l ion in the year to the 
end of March.

Sales of the ZX-81 are 
now about 400.000. w i t h 
production at 60.000 a 
month and expected to rise 
to 150.000 by the end of the 
year. By then output wou ld 
be supplemented by the 
Spectrum, which wou ld 

start at about 20.000 a 
month. 

In addit ion there wou ld 
be the sales of the new 
Sinclair range of software. 

Last year between 60 and 
70 percent of output went 
overseas, w i t h the main 
markets being in the U.S.. 
Germany and France. 

To help fund the com-
pany's development plans. 
Cl ive Sinclair is consider-
ing reducing his 95 percent 
stake by a private placing 

of shares. Al though the 
company has good cash 
reserves, the computer 
business is expected to 
grow so fast that it w i l l 
need all the funds. Sinclair 
is also developing other 
products, including an 
electric car and a flat-
screen television. 

"We do not want to be in 
a position of choosing 
between computers and 
other projects." Sinclair 
says. 

The size of the placing is 

not known but it is thought 
it w i l l be about 10 percent 
of the company. Sinclair 
said he d id not know how 
much wou ld be raised but 
expected the placing to be 
made in September. 

The merchant bank. 
Rothschild, is arranging 
the placing and has sent a 
f i rm of accountants to 
report on Sinclair 
Research finances and pro-
spects as a basis for 
valuation. 
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!HE SPECTRUM is a colour 
and sound computer for 
the incredibly low price 

of £125. At that price it undercuts the 
BBC Microcomputer Model A, its 
direct competitor, by around £175. In 
designing the ZX-82 it is clear that 
the rejection of Sinclair's offer to 
bui ld the BBC Mic ro was foremost in 
the company's mind. The specifica-
t ion is very simi lar and w i l l certainly 
affect sales of the Acorn-based 
machine. It is as if Cl ive Sinclair has 
turned to the powers that be in the 

Covernment and BBC and said " I 
told you so". 

The Spectrum is a small computer, 
measuring 233 x 144 x 30mm. or 
sl ight ly wider but not so deep as the 
ZX-81. The basic model has 16KB of 
RAM and 16KB of ROM. That com-
pares to most other common com-
puters for ROM but it is more RAM 
than most models in the less-than 
£300 price range. 

RAM indicates the amount of 
memory available to the user for 
work ing data and programs and 

ROM is an indication of the power of 
the computer to run that program 
and manipulate the data. 

Another 32KB of memory is avail-
able at around £50 and that plugs 
into some sockets already bui l t into 
the main board. The 48KB RAM 
model, therefore, is potentially as 
power fu l as the very common Apple 
II computer costing around three 
times the price. 
The main dif ference between the 

ZX-82 and the ZX-81 is immediately 
obvious. The keyboard has 40 keys, 
the same as the ZX-81. Some of the 
keys, notably the enter key. are 
sl ight ly larger than the others. 
Whereas the ZX-81 had a touch-
sensitive keyboard, the ZX-82 has a 
keyboard w i th keys wh ich are about 
half the size of typewri ter keys. They 
move downwards f i rm ly and feel 
l ike the keys on desk-top calculators. 
The other noticeable feature is the 

number of functions on the key-
board. More than 250 functions are 
available and some of them require 
three shi f t ing operations. The colour 
coding of the keys and their func-
tions makes l i fe very easy, however, 
and w i t h the single-key access to all 
functions, wh ich is similar to the 
ZX-81, you soon become famil iar 
w i t h the conventions and could 
easily prefer them to the more nor-
mal way of doing things. 

For example, to obtain the square 
brackets symbol involves going into 
extended mode, accessed by pressing 
the symbols shift and capitals shift 
keys at the same time. Then you have 
to press either shift and the Y key. 
A l though that may seem rather long-
winded it is st i l l shorter than typing 
VERIFY, wh ich is achieved in a simi-
lar way to the square brackets but is 
on the *R' key as a single function.

Colour coding is ef fect ive in this 
case and the designers are to be com-
pl imented on the ergonomic 
strength, as we l l as for the design of 
the whole package, wh i ch feels very 
comfortable to ho ld and looks very 
presentable on a desk. 

The Spectrum plugs into a normal 
UHF TV tuned to channel 36 and all 
characters are shown lower-case 
unless specif ied by using the capitals 
shift. There is a capitals lock, wh i ch 
is very useful. The Basic is based on 
that of the ZX-81 and some of the 
features lacking on the or ig ina l 
model have been inc luded in the 
latest one. 

The screen can display 24 l ines of 
32 characters, a l though the ind iv i -
dual pixels wh i ch make up each 
character̶64 in a l l̶can be 
accessed and changed at w i l l . That 
means that 256x 192 pixels is 
available for graphics. 

The screen format is very s imi lar 
to the Commodore. Vic, w i t h a 
border area and the act ive screen 
w i th in the border. A t swi tch-on, the 
system automat ical ly enters a mode 
where border and screen area, or 
paper as it is called, are wh i te and 
the letters, or ink colour, black. 
That overcomes the strange effect 
noticeable on some colour com-
puters where the border area is d i f -
ferent f rom the work ing area, wh i ch 
makes the screen look smal ler than it 
is. 

The colours of the border, paper 
and ink can be changed easily w i t h 
commands of the same name. Eight 
colours are available, a l though 
judic ious use of the graphics 
characters available make inter-
mediate colours, l ike orange, possi-
ble. It is also possible to have 21 user-
def ined graphics characters, wh i ch 
w i l l a l low Greek or other alphabets 
to be used. 

Un l i ke some computers bu i l t in 
the States, the Spectrum also has a £ 

sign on the keyboard; every th ing can 
be pr in ted on the ZX pr inter , wh i ch 
can be used for the ZX-82 as we l l as 
the ZX-81. a l though the ZX-81 
expansion memory pack cannot be 
used w i t h the Spectrum. 

Many commonly-used rout ines in 
the graphics are avai lable automatic-
al ly. For example, a c i rc le can be 
d rawn w i t h the 'circle' command by 
speci fy ing the centre and diameter. 
Lines can be d rawn w i t h the 'd raw' 
command by speci fy ing start and 
end locations. 

The colour contro l commands are 
very s imple to use. Brightness can be 
at two levels, and the character can 
be steady or f lashing. The attr ibutes 

of the character are stored as a single 
byte and can be accessed and 
changed f rom the Basic. 

In add i t ion to the ink and paper 
commands, the Basic has brightness 
and f lashing commands. Other 
useful graphics funct ions inc lude an 
over command wh i ch a l lows charac-
ters to be super-imposed at any 
point. The six colour control com-
mands can be used over the who le 
act ive screen area or local ly w i t h i n 
each ind iv idua l 8 x 8 p ixe l group 
wh i ch makes up each character. 

L ike the ZX-81 the plot command 
accesses one p ixe l at a t ime and the 
at t r ibutes of each block can be used 
to contro l the characterist ics of that 
p ixel . Colour contro l codes, wh ich 
can be accessed d i rect ly f rom the 
keyboard, can be inserted into text 
or program l ist ings and. when dis-
played. w i l l over- r ide the global ly-
set colours unt i l another control 
code is encountered. 

A l l cont ro l commands can also be 
used w i t h i n str ings and it is enter-
ta in ing to def ine a st r ing wh i ch has 
d i f ferent -co loured characters and 
background colours in it. A s imple 
pr int command using that s t r ing 
causes it to be pr in ted to screen just 
as stored. 

Another power fu l use of colour in 

l is t ing is that certain sections of the 
l is t ing can be picked out in d i f ferent 
co lour̶both the colour of the 
character and its background. It is 
also possible to have f lashing REM 
statements. Any colour used in the 
l is t ing is not used when runn ing the 
program. 

The eight colours are given num-
bers f rom 0 to 7 and they are shown 
clear ly above the keyboard num-
bers. The order gives a graded grey 
scale on a monochrome TV display. 
They are black, blue. red. magenta, 
green, cyan, ye l low and whi te. A l l 
eight colours may be on the screen at 
the same time, w i t h some areas 
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flashing, some steady, some normal 
brightness and some extra bright. 

Edit ing is the same as for the 
ZX-81 but the addit ion of auto-
repeat on every key makes edit ing 
easy, especially when moving the 
cursoraround a long line. 

Some addit ions to the Basic 
include the means to enter a binary 
number direct ly. That is the method 
of generating the user-defined 
characters, of wh ich there can be 21 
direct ly-attr ibutable to some of the 
keys on the keyboard. The 8 x 8 
matr ix is made up by def in ing the 
character as a series of eight bytes, 
each byte being one l ine of the 
character. A 1 indicates a pixel and a 
0 the absence of one. Other new 
functions include READ, DATA and 
RESTORE, something which was 
sorely missing on the ZX-81. FN and 
DEF FN are also there. 

One of the best new addit ions to 
the specification is the abi l i ty to type 
in lower-case. That certainly makes 
reading and wr i t i ng programs 
easier, especially as the keywords 
are st i l l capitals. So strings, variables 
and arrays can be specified in a way 
which is simpler to use. 

Unl ike the ZX-81, the Spectrum 
uses true ASCII codes for its alpha-
numeric characters and control

simi lar to the ZX-81, w i th the addi-
t ion of the colour video information. 

Spectrum incorporates a new-
cassette interface wh ich is incompa-
t ible w i t h the ZX-81. A tone leader is 
recorded before the informat ion to 
overcome the automatic record level 
f luctations on some recorders. 
An electronic circuit , called a 

Schmitt trigger, is used to remove 
noise on playback. A l l saved in form-
ation is started w i th a header as to its 
type, tit le, length and address 
information. A number of types of 
in format ion can be stored on cas-
sette̶programs, blocks of memory 
and arrays. 

The MERGE funct ion al lows pro-
grams to be merged and the VERIFY 
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codes. That means that ZX-81 cas-
settes cannot be read into the 
Spectrum. Other than the absence of 
SLOW, FAST and SCROLL, how-
ever. the Basic is identical. There is 
no need for FAST or SLOW, as the 
memory-mapped screen overcomes 
the need for screen wr i t ing dur ing 
interlacing, as on the ZX-81. The 
ZX-82 has the speed of the ZX-81 
in fast mode w i th the screen charac-
teristics of the ZX-81 in the slow 
mode. 
One of the problems w i th both the 

ZX-81 and its predecessor, the 
ZX-80, was the rather idiosyncratic 
work ing of the cassette storage. The 

funct ion al lows stored data to be 
checked before being erased f rom 
the computer memory, so programs 
and arrays may be merged f rom tape 
to combine them w i th the exist ing 
contents of memory; where two- l ine 
numbers or variable names coincide, 
the old one is erased. 

Programs can also be saved w i t h a 
l ine number to a l low execution to 
start anywhere in the program on 
successful loading. By storing the 
screen memory, it is possible to load 
a screen image wi thout having to 
run any program required to gener-
ate that image. 

The ZX-82 has an expansion port 

Thus a colour monitor could be 
attached to give a high-qual i ty dis-
play. Ful l data, address and control 
buses for the Z-80 processor are 
available and the ZX printer can be 
plugged-in direct ly. 

The LPRINT, LLIST and COPY 
commands work w i th Spectrum 
Basic, w i t h the addit ional bonus that 
any user-defined graphics w i l l also 
be printed. It is also possible to run a 
number of other peripherals at 
wh ich Sinclair has only hinted. 
There w i l l be an RS232C interface, 
so that standard printers can be 
attached. There w i l l also be a net-
work w i t h an interface which fits on 
the expansion port, as w i l l the 
ZX-Microdr ive , to be launched later 
this year. It is possible to access all 
I/O ports by using the IN and OUT 
commands in the Basic. 

The Spectrum has a very basic 
sound capabil ity. The internal 
speaker emits a 'raspberry'- l ike 
sound, set normal ly at a frequency of 
middle C. The pitch and durat ion of 
the note can be defined in the Basic 
w i t h the BEEP command. The centre 
frequency being middle C, any other 
note can be def ined by the number of 
semitones above or below that 
frequency. It is also possible to have 
fractional intervals so that unusual 
scales can be generated. 

In summary, the ZX Spectrum is a 
very f ine computer and at the price 
w i l l give Commodore. Acorn/BBC 
and Atar i a run for their money. 
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T h e t o u g h A B S i n j e c t i o n m o u l d e d 
p las t i c case measu r e s 8 " x 14" x!

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"HAT mother could forget 
her son's first computer 
program? I wel l remem-

ber the t ime Alex called me to 
admire his. Holding back tears of 
maternal pride, I sat down at the 
console, clumsy fingers poised 
tremulously over the delicate keys, 
wh i le my first-born, not yet 13 years 
old. prepared to show me this major 
technological breakthrough. 

"Type out your name," the l i t t le 
chap ordered. Poking out my tongue 
w i th the effort, I careful ly touched in 
N-I-C-O-L-E. 

"Press New Line," said Alex, and 
lo, the ZX-81 replied quick as a 
flash. 

"Get lost. Nicole," it instructed. 
For one who cannot even grasp a 

kni t t ing pattern, never m ind the 
inf in i te mysteries of an internal 
combustion engine, Alex's satisfac-
tion at this t r iv ia l and even, I felt, 
s l ight ly offensive result was d i f f i -
cult to understand. 

A l l those hours of hard work and 
concentration, all that wrest l ing 
indoors w i th untold complexit ies 
whi le other chi ldren ran around 
breaking w indows w i th their foot-
balls - were they all just for that? 

If Alex had delivered his simple 
message personally, rather than via 
his clever l i t t le mechanical fr iend. I 
would have boxed his ears. The 
Sinclair, so far as I could determine 
on first acquaintance, d id not seem 
to have any ears to box but that is 
obviously not the point. 

Ever since that innocent-looking 
l i t t le machine arr ived in this house, 
one thing has become clear to me; its 
strange powers of fascination are in 
no way connected w i t h its 
usefulness. 

Alex once toyed w i t h the idea of 

investing in a pr inter to enable his 
Sinclair to run of f in batches of 100 
statements such as: " I must not 
throw ink pellets in class." But it was 
decided that even a teacher wou ld be 
able to spot the differences f rom 
genuine handwr i t ing. 

In the meantime, my son's ZX-81 
has not achieved anything remotely 
practical. 

Computerisat ion in this part icular 
home has meant games w i th names 
l ike KRUNCH. BOINC and GLURP. 
They involve various blobs chasing 
other blobs about the screen to eat 
them up or b low them up. 

Then there have been games 
wh ich show the scarcely-con-
ceivable age which one's parents 
have reached, by demonstrating the 
slowness of their reflexes, and 
wonder fu l o ld games l ike noughts 
and crosses wh ich in my young day 
there used to be some chance of 
winn ing. 

There was also an interesting l i t t le 

d id the arr iva l of a del ight ful 
hamster called Humphrey, not to 
mention the poor creature's tragic 
demise a year later. 

Computers first made their impact 
on our fami ly last year when Alex 
began coming home f rom school 
long after dark̶pale, dazed and 
unable to comprehend even the 
simplest question. Asked what t ime 
he thought it was and where had he 
been, he wou ld eventually mumble 
"computer c lub" - a far-fetched al ibi 
i f ever I heard one. 

In time, however, I became con-
vinced of the existence of such a 
club, although why it should possess 
both the attraction and the mind-
bending qualit ies of an opium den 
was beyond me. 

The next thing I knew, my son 
announced that he intended to buy 
one of these magical machines. 

In my youth, the progression f rom 
scooter to bicycle, a mere matter of a 
few cogs and wheels, was the most

anyone could dream of whi le 
remaining awake; and here was this 
l i t t le t iddler of mine about to buy a 
piece of the most advanced modern 
technology, fu l l of sil icone chips, 
and goodness knows what other 
miraculous components, all on his 
very own. 

It was almost more than this 
fuddy-duddy could cope wi th. I was 
consoled by the fact that f rom then 
on, Alex could be persuaded to 
perform even the most menial 
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n ew users 

household chores at we l l below 
union rates, so great was his need of 
ready cash. 
Sure enough, the day came when 

he set off . w i t h close on £70 in 
coppers and si lver slowing his every 

• movement, to buy a computer. 
just as I used to go on a Saturday 
morning to buy a comic and a Mars 
bar. Things have not been the same 
since. 

Several times a day I would 
answer the door bell and look out 
over a sea of faces. Having ascer-
tained that the Sinclair's owner was 
in. the crowd wou ld surge through 
the door and the stairs wou ld groan 
and shudder as several tons of 
human̶or near enough̶flesh 
wearing mountain boots and 
similarly sturdy footwear charged to 
the top of the house. 
An eerie silence wou ld descend, to 

be fol lowed several hours later by 
another thunder of lead soles and a 
chorus of cheerful goodbyes. 
The children's doting grandfather

found more reasons than usual for 
popping in at teatime. Soon vener-
able ancestor and his descendant 
wou ld be hunched together over a 
keyboard, discussing various 
aspects of hardware f rom 1891 to the 
present and other related matters. 

Old friends, f rom whom I was 
overjoyed to receive a visit after so 
many months, wou ld manage only a 
few polite words to me before 
disappearing up the stairs to pick up 
a quick smattering of computer 
science and perhaps shoot down an 
invader or two. 

Meanwhi le, the computer popula-
t ion in the neighbourhood was 
growing. There was much to-ing and 
fro- ing as each one was admired and 
inspected. Shady deals were con-
cluded on street corners, programs 
and other precious commodit ies 
exchanged hands, expedit ions were 
mounted to far-f lung places in 
search of obscure publications. 

Money was extracted f rom 
innocent relatives, screens were 

improved, memories enlarged, and 
bigger and better blobs gobbled-up 
each other and exploded in all 
directions. 

Where w i l l it all end? 
Before we realise, they w i l l be 

assembling moon rockets in their 
bedrooms or devising part icular ly 
horr i f ic weapons w i t h wh ich to 
annihi late the civi l ised wor ld unless 
they are given more pocket money. 
First there was counting in units, 
and now this. 

Right, you lot. I sometimes think. I 
shall get to the bottom of this, but so 
far the Sinclair has kept its secrets. 
Words l ike PEEK and GOTO and 
GOSUB and funny dol lar signs hurt 
my head. 

1 shall not be put off. I am a l i t t le 
busy right now. but one day I shall 
learn to compute w i t h the best 
of them, and then you can all watch 
out. 

I wonder if a Sinclair could be 
programmed to answer the door 
bell?

three Adventures, w i t h the 
rather uninspired titles of A. 

B and C. They are wr i t ten in 
machine code and seem to be f rom 
the same or iginal master program, so 
we can probably expect more adven-
tures in the future. 

Adventure A appears to be 122K 
long but on closer inspection a fair 
amount of this seems to be empty. It 
has about 20 locations, a similar 
number of objects, and along w i t h 
the other Art ie games, a large 
vocabulary of more than 100 words. 

The setting is an alien planet 
which you are t ry ing to leave, and 
there is a green man to deal w i th , a 
spaceship to f ind, and even a 
computer̶they get everywhere. 
Unl ike the other two games, you 
cannot save your present position to 
return later. 

Adventure B is set in an Inca 
temple, is 11K long and is the only 
one of the three to give you a score. 
For what it is worth, mine never 
went above zero. This game has 50 
locations w i th short descriptions 
and more than 25 objects, not 
including the Ireasures. which, as in 
all the Art ie games, need to be used 
at the proper t ime and in the proper 
combination to be useful. 

I had some problems w i th this 
game. It was sometimes very strict 
about the word required at a certain 
point; for example you cannot go 
"Up" the stairs, they must be 
"Cl imbed". 

The 13K Adventure C is the 
largest of the three and is set on an 
alien spaceship. The object is to 
press a control button somewhere 
which w i l l release your own ship 

f rom the f iendish Gravi t ron Beam 
and al low you to escape. 

The program contains more than 
35 locations and 40 objects, and is. I 
think, on two levels separated by a 
hidden door. Despite having spent 
hours explor ing, and manipulat ing 
objects on the f irst level, I st i l l have 
not been able to break through. 

Having cheated fur iously I knowr 

that, apart f rom the control button, 
the other level contains more rooms 
and objects, and a dist inct ly X-rated 
Andro id I wou ld l ike to meet. 

A l l three programs respond to 
"Help" , although rarely helpful ly. 

and "R" repeats the room descrip-
tion. 

Despite the large vocabulary, the 
response t ime is. to all intents and 
purposes, instantaneous, wh ich 
makes a d i f f icu l t and frustrat ing 
adventure easier to hear. 

A l l the programs use the Art ie 
keyboard scanning routine, wh ich 
means that there is no response to 
the break key. The only way I have 
found to stop the programs, so that I 

could make a security copy, is by 
entering three or four "Newl ines", 
and then a complete l ine of letters 
wh ich overloads the display f i le and 
stops the program w i th a "5" error. 

Having done this. I discovered 
that the instructions for Adventure 
C got the name of the program 
wrong. The f i lename is ADVENT C 
not ADVENT as stated. 

At £5. £7 and £7 for A. B and C 
respectively, they are all good value, 
and w i l l take many, many hours to 
master. 

Catacombs f rom I K Greye is an 
all-graphics-real t ime game. There is 
no chance of having a think about 
where to go next on this one. as your 
strength steadily drops whether or 
not you are doing anything. 

As you move around using the 
standard cursor controls, the sur-
rounding area is revealed. Each level 
of the catacombs is made up of a 
random set of inter-connected 
rooms containing random amounts 
of food, F, gold, £. and monsters. O 
for Ore, D for Dragon. Depending on 
your strength you can either fight 
the monsters or run away and, if 
necessary, you can even tunnel 
through the walls. 

The program is wr i t ten in 9 jK 
Basic and 2K of machine code. 
Despite the machine code, the game 
takes more than two minutes to set 
up. Something else to watch for is the 
Exit. X. If you go through it you 
have a two-minute wait for the 
next level to be set up. 

This is a nicely-done graphics 
game w i t h your strength and score, 
the amount of gold you have 
amassed, shown on-screen. At £5.95 
it is a l i t t le expensive and would be 
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greatly improved if the setting-up 
could be converted to machine code, 
since beginners may f ind the setting-
up lasts longer than the game. 

I have to admit that Giltrole's 
Nasty Moun ta in nearly had me 
beaten. Af ter playing the game, 
studying the l isting, and cheating 
furiously. I f inal ly managed to get 
out w i th a score rated as "awfu l " . 

The idea is to cross a mountain via 
a set of seven logically-connected 
caves. Your tortuous path f rom one 
cave to the next is shown graphic-
ally. and the caves may contain 
objects, mainly edible, such as 
apples and carrots. The nasties are 
not all that fearsome, being rabbits 
and chickens, but they have to 
be treated the proper way if you 
want to get anywhere. 
The program is wr i t ten in 12K of 

Basic and runs at a gentle pace. 
Movement and picking-up objects 
can be done w i t h whole words or 
abbreviations if preferred, but you 
are told your score only if .you 
manage to get out. You can enter 
'Help" if you get stuck but all that 
happens is that the program deter-
mines whether or not it is st i l l 
possible for you to escape, wh ich is 
scarcely helpful. 
This is a well-presented logical 

adventure, and £4.95 is a fair price. 
Phil ip Joy's non-graphics Cathe-

dral Adventure is wr i t ten in 15K of 

Basic and describes more parts of a 
cathedral than I ever knew existed 
̶more than 30 in fact. Shortish 
descriptions are given, sometimes 
inc luding a cryptic clue̶no pun 
intended̶and more than 70 words 
are recognised, although the input 
processing routine can be slow, 
somet imes nearly 30 seconds. 

Some of the treasures which are 
scattered around may be required 
later in the adventure, although I 
have not yet got past the Mad Monk 
to f ind out. 

Plenty of invent ion has been used 

in work ing-up the locations, and 
some of the spelling, too. in this 
game, wh ich costs £7.50. 

Psion offers a tape w i th two sci-fi 
adventure-style games,, wr i t ten in 
9K and 14i K of Basic. The task facing 
the int repid adventurer in Peri lous 
Swamp is to rescue a princess and 
return safely, having fought, or 
bribed, monsters at every turn. You 
are given a map to help you and a 
new layout is produced for each 
game. 

The monsters, their strength, and 

the amount of treasure they are 
guarding are generated randomly at 
each step; you have to decide how 
much strength to use in overcoming 
them, or how much to offer as a 
bribe. 

This program is really a fair ly 
simple guessing game rather than an 
adventure; there are no objects and 
no special locations but it has been 
wel l done, and was a welcome relief 
f rom some of the more brain-taxing 
games. 

The second Psion program. 
Sorcerers Island is a cross between 
the f irst and more tradit ional adven-
tures. The detailed map is the 
same for each game and takes 
nearly a minute to display. There is a 
small vocabulary, move, f ight, and so 
on entered as single letters, some 
objects, and even a rather ponderous 
maze. As you try to f ind the way off 
the island you use up your Life 
Points and hope to increase your 
Treasure Points. 

In the process of reviewing these 
adventures I have been attacked by 
snakes and spiders, pirates and 
prawns, rats and rabbits, dragons 
and dwarfs, and countless more 
terrors of the imagination but it was 
wor th it when the puzzle set by the 
wr i ters of the programs was f inal ly 
cracked. 

What is so good about a computer 
is that it is l imited only by our own 

imagination. W i t h each new pro-
gram, you can load up entire new 
wor ld .

The ZX-81 has high-resolution 

graphics. 
The extensive use of visual dis-

play units is a comparatively recent 
development. Before their spread, 
people were perfectly happy to use a 
computer w i t h no graphics, even for 
games. 
There are sti l l some who regard 

graphics as a distraction but next 
time you meet a professional com-
puter worker, ask him or her to 
recommend a book to explain com-
puters to the absolute beginner. Nine 
times out of ten, they w i l l recom-
mend the "chi ldren's" Ladybird 
book. The! O1.326+(J One of the 
reasons is that each page of text is 
accompanied by a clear and relevant 
i l lustration. 

In the same way computer 
graphics can help keep attention in 
an educational program, or can

present informat ion in a more 
easily-assimilated way using charts 
and graphs, or can just make any 
program more attractive and inter-
esting. 

The ZX-81 high-resolution 
graphics have a def in i t ion of 64 
pixels (picture elements) across by 
44 pixels down, wh ich is fa i r ly low 
as high resolution goes. The Atom 
offers 256 x 192, the BBC model B 
640 x 256, although a standard Apple 
has only 40 x 48. The problem w i th 
the higher resolution is that much 
larger amounts of memory are 
required, 20K on the BBC machine.

maze, contains the amazing monster, 
which, i f you do not run away, gets 
larger and larger, lumbering 
towards you. 

Producing good graphics is very 
rewarding but also extremely time-
consuming. Fortunately there is 
some help available. 

Butler, Curr ie and Hook's Print 'n 
Plot (otter is an amazingly simple 
idea and a genuinely useful aid. The 
jotter is a pad of 100 A4 sheets 
pr inted w i t h separate numbered 
grids for ZX-81 pr int ing and 
plott ing, so you can sketch-out and 
amend your desired graphics w i th -
out either computer or temper being 
overheated. When the design is 
complete, you s imply transpose it 
into your program. 

As wel l as the jotter, there is also a 
matt polyester f i lm available w i th 
the same gr id pattern. Thai has the 
advantage of being re-usable, w i th 
care, provided a hard pencil is not 
used. It is also translucent, so you 
can trace direct ly over suitably-
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sized photos, drawings and maps. 
My only minor quibble is that it 
would have been handy if the grids 
had been super-imposed as in the 
Sinclair manual. 

it took me about 30 minutes to do 
the picture of Fungus the Bogeyman, 
which I wou ld not have attempted 
without the Print 'n Plot f i lm. 

The aptly-named Picturesque 
Screen Ki t 1 is a completely 
di f ferent aid. in the form of a 
package of machine code sub-
routines contained in a single REM 
statement less than IK in size. The 
subroutines can be called f rom a 

Screen!5#6! ('$41.! X1(4+(*!

Basic program w i th USR statements, 
and they include f l icker-free 
scroll ing up. down, left and right, 
clearing or reversing part of the 
screen, or all of it, and drawing 
a border round a specified area. 

There is also a very handy non-
graphics routine wh ich saves and 
loads a program's variables at 
double speed and so al lows the 
exchange of data files between 
programs. 

It is possible to fudge the ZX-81 
into giving genuine high resolution. 
The ZX-81 is a digital computer, so 

not surprisingly it is al l done by 
numbers. Every character is made 
up f rom a grid of eight-by-eight dots. 
A space character has all the dots off 
(white), and an inverse space has 
them all on (black). 

Starting at address 7680 in the 
ROM. each character in turn has 
eight consecutive bytes which deter-
mine its pattern. Each byte repre-

sents a single row of the character 
and if we convert that byte f rom 
decimal. 0 to 255. to binary. 0000 0000 
to 1111 1111. the pattern of dots on or 
off is revealed. 

I have developed the Character 
Table Printer program in an attempt 
to make all this clearer. It shows the 
address in the ROM. its decimal 
contents, the contents converted to 
binary, and then the binary con-
verted into spaces and inverse 
spaces. 

If the character set could be 
changed at w i l l , then we wou ld be 
talk ing about genuine high resolu-
tion w i t h 256 (32 x 8) dots across by 
192 (24 x 8) dots down. You cannot 
POKE into the ROM but there are 
other ways. Sinclair very k ind ly 
provides one way in the booklet 
supplied w i th its printer, wh ich 
al lows high resolution graphics to be 
output to the printer. 

The LPRINT funct ion works by 
reading a character f rom the printer 
buffer, address 16444 to 16476, 
f ind ing the pattern of dots f rom the 
table in the ROM. and then sending 
that pattern to the printer. 

The Sinclair fudge involves 
moving down RAMTOP to leave a 
256-byte space, then copying the 
LPRINT routine f rom the ROM into 
RAM. not the area above RAMTOP. 
This routine is then altered sl ightly, 
so that instead of looking for its 
character patterns starting at 
address 7680. it looks f rom address 
32255 instead, the area above RAM-
TOP. 

In those 256 bytes there is room for 
32 characters, which happens to be 
the size of the pr inter buffer. We can 
then put whatever dots we want in 
the bytes above RAMTOP. f i l l the 
printer buffer w i t h characters 0 to 
31. call our special LPRINT routine, 
and. hey presto, they w i l l be dumped 

on to the printer. Extra hardware is 
required if you want to have these 
high-resolution effects displayed on 
your TV. 

The Quicksi lva Character 
Generator is an add-on board, 
wh ich includes IK of extra RAM. 
addresses 33792 to 34815. which can 
be f i t ted w i t h character patterns of 
your choice. 

There is room for 128 characters, 
so you can have the Sinclair char-
acter set plus many more. Part of

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the hardware on the board spots 
when the ROM display routine is 
about to look up the pattern for a 
character in the ROM table and 
sends it to the patterns held in the 
extra RAM instead. 

The Quicksi lva Hi-Res Graphics 
Board interrupts the normal display 
routine in a similar way but is far 
more powerfu l and is a joy to use. 
The board has 6K of RAM. address 
40960 to 47130. in wh ich the high-
resolution display is stored separ-
ately f rom the normal display file. It 
also has a 2K ROM. address 10240 to 
12287, in the unused 8K between the 
Sinclair ROM and RAM. 

Routines in the 2K ROM can be 
called f rom Basic or machine code to 
perform high-resolution plott ing 
and l ine drawing in black on whi te 
or vice versa. The hi-res board is 

expensive. 
Whether you use the standard 

character set or hi-res add-ons. 
fascinating and wor thwh i le effects 
are possible on the ZX-81. A pictorial 
alphabet for teaching early reading 
wou ld be very rewarding, though it 
wou ld take a good deal of effort , and 
a pretty snappy f l ight simulator 
should be possible w i t h a hi-res 
board.

The winning program 

%UDGING by the response to our 
first competit ion, the most popu-
lar games involve blasting 

various kinds of craft or aliens 
from the skies or travel l ing along 
tracks which are l i t tered w i th a 
wide variety of obstacles. 

In the opinion of the judges, 
however, the winner was a simple 
arithmetic game developed by 
john Ledger of Rushden. 
Northamptonshire. A teacher at a 
special school, he wrote the program 
as a teaching aid at the school. 

We received an excellent 
response to the competit ion, wh ich 
attracted entries f rom all over the 
country and f rom all age groups. 
Unfortunately many people fai led to 
read the rules in detail and sent pro-
grams which needed more than the 
l imit of IK memory but those which 
met the requirements were st i l l of 
such a high standard that it was di f -
f icult to determine the winner. 
To reward those who were close, 

we have included a number in our 
program l ist ing and a payment of 
£10 w i l l soon be on its way. 
The w inn ing program is deceiving 

in its simplici ty. It involves the 
player seeing a number of calcula-
tions and deciding whether they are 
correct or not by pressing either "1" if 
correct or " 0 " if incorrect. It the 
player chooses wrongly, a pair of 
shutters begin to close. If the player 
chooses the correct answer, one is 
added to the score. 

It is a game which can be played by 
people of all ages, the usual scores 
depending on abi l i ty. Ledger said 
that he had d i f f i cu l ty reaching a 
score or much more than 50. 

He teaches crafts at Brookfield 
Special School. Wel l ingborough but 
has been interested in computers for 
some time. He began th inking

puters in education, part icular ly in a 
school of the k ind where the range of 
abi l i ty is so wide. Much of the teach-
ing is very repetit ive and it is easier 
to put it on to a computer than to 
have the chi ldren wr i t i ng every 
time. 

"The chi ldren seem to l ike using 
them better than having normal 
lessons, perhaps because they do not 
have someone checking them all the 
time. If they make a mistake, nobody 
except the machine sees it." 

He added that despite the learning 

chi ldren of this level of abi l i ty." he 
said. 

His enthusiasm is supported by 
the headmaster, loe Mulhol land. He 
thinks the ZX-81 is a "very good 
starting-point for schools to learn 
how to use computers".

)UMBER Mastermind is an-
other var iat ion on the popular 
Mas te rm ind theme. The aim 

is to guess a four digit number 
chosen at random and the program 
w i l l work on a IK ZX-81. 

To use the program just enter your 
guess in response to the request for 
input. Twelve guesses are al lowed 
before you are told the correct 
answer. If yon want to give up 
earlier, press NEWL1NE. 

The accuracy of each guess is indi-
cated by a black peg (shown as the 
letter B) for a correct digit in the 
correct position and a whi te peg 
(shown as the letter W ) for a correct 
digi t in the wrong position. For 
example, if the number chosen by 
the computer was 5678. then a guess 
of 1618 wou ld score BB and a guess 
of 1511 wou ld sco re W . 

The program can be made easier 
by changing l ine 70. As it stands, 
each digit can be 0-9 but if changed 
to (RND*5+28) each digi t wou ld be in 
the range zero to four etc.

to use the computer to draw 

bar charts. It can handle up to 28 
items of data and its appearance is 
helped by the bars being of variable 
width, according to the number, so 
that the available space is best f i l led. 

Bars are produced in two di f ferent 
graphic characters to make them dis-
tinct and there is provision for a 
heading above the histogram, as wel l 
as labels for the two axes of the 
graph. Data is scaled automatical ly 
to f i t the vert ical l imi ts of the screen 
and any positive numbers can be 
handled. 

A vert ical scale, using integer 
numbers, is d rawn automatical ly at 
the left-hand side of the histogram, 
so that approximate values can be 
read f rom the chart. 
The histogram drawing section of 

the program is in lines 9000-9900. 
wh i le lines 100-800 simply get the 
data required. The histogram 
routine can be incorporated into 
other programs or for plott ing more 
than one set of data.

It recognises a 
few words and phrases and chooses 
suitable, or not so suitable, replies, 
sometimes making a direct refer-
ence to the statement entered. 

The range of words ZX-Iatr ist 
recognises is not great but. as it is 
based on very general and com-
monly-occurr ing words, there is 
a good chance that one of them 
exists in a sentence. 

When run. the program takes 
two seconds to set up the data for 
the program so a load and go 
rout ine is included, so that init ial is-
ation takes place immediately. 
Running the program causes it f irst 
to ask for your name and then com-
pl iments or insults you. depending 
on wh im, and when the conversa-
tion starts, you enter your reply, 
comment or question. 

Brief sentences are better, as 
they run faster. The program scans 
the sentence for words it recog-
nises by extracting substrings f rom 
K$ and when it f inds a match 
selects a suitable reply substring 
f rom R$. 

If the last character of the reply 
substring is a space it tells the com-
puter that more informat ion is 
needed to f in ish the reply and that 
is extracted f rom the sentence you 
entered. 

The entire reply may take any-
thing f rom one second to half a 
minute to appear. You can reduce 
that t ime by swi tching the program 
from slow to fast and back again at 
certain points in the program, if 
you do not mind losing the screen 
for a time.

!HERE seems to be an 
inf in i te market for books 
on how to program in 

Basic. No matter how many books 
are published, there seems to be 
room for just 10 more". 
This is one of Mark Charlton's 

comments in a chapter called What 
can you do w i t h it? in his! l'6+<'R!
l2#4+! 61! 6=+! KLQ@?! '$4! KLQ@: and 
anyone looking at the avalanche of 
books on the Sinclair is seeing only a 
small total of the tit les wh ich could 
be of interest to the Sinclair user. 

A sure best-seller wou ld be a 
guide to all the books but it wou ld be 
likely to be out-of-date before any-
one had a chance to buy it. 
To return to the question of 

what you can do w i th your Sinclair, 
books on the subject often reveal 
more about the author than anything 
else. In Charlton's case it is clear that 
he regards the machine and its pro-
gramming as ends in themselves. 

His next most enjoyable use for 
the Sinclair is wr i t ing about it and. 
presumably, talking about it. His 
chapter on uses devotes as much 
space to the topic of wr i t ing articles 
and books as it does to all the others 
combined. 
That chapter also reveals the 

dangers of l ist ing magazines as it 
does not includes!"#$%&'#(! )*+(J!
Charlton is one of the idiosyn-

cratic wr i ters on the Sinclair. 
Fol lowing his guide gives you the 
feeling that you are fo l lowing his 
own experiences w i t h the machine 
but w i th the mistakes and b l ind 
alleys taken out and the addi t ion of 
occasional warnings about potential 
disasters included at the appropriate 
time. 

He assumes that the first thing 
that you want to do is to have your 
hands on the keyboard and make the 
machine do something, preferably a 
game. The f irst lines of code appear 
after only seven lines of text. 

From there it is a rapid gallop. 

w i t h Charl ton br inging in the 
standard commands, explaining 
them and a l lowing the reader to try 
them. On the whole, this approach 
should be encouraged. Program-
ming can be a hard slog but it should 
be fun and rewarding as wel l . 

Charl ton says that he assumes no 
knowledge on the part of the reader 
but he is really addressing himself to 
the person who feels confident at 
hooking-up the machine and who 
has read at least the first few pages 
of the Sinclair manual. 

It is unl ike ly that the totally 
inexperienced person, who after all 
has probably bought the Sinclair to 
f ind out what computers are about, 
could otherwise make much sense of 
the instruct ion on the first page of 
'Run this and return to the book'. 

That small quibble apart, I 
found the! l'6+<'R! l2#4+ interest-
ing and wor thwhi le . Charl ton goes a 
long way to sharing his own delight 
in the Sinclair w i t h his reader. 

In part icular, his l ight hand w i th 
the problems of self-discipline in 
programming makes the necessary 
point that it is easier to do things 
correctly the f irst time. A lways a 
gentleman, Charl ton gives credit to 
the book which introduced h im to 
the ideas he is putt ing forth. 

In! a=+! 8m3&1(+(* Guide! 61! 6=+!
KLQ@?; M i ke Lord fo l lows the same 
approach but assumes that the 
reader has read the Sinclair manual. 

From then Lord acts as a guide 
through possibly hostile terr i tory, 
point ing-out the snakes of program-
ming and the ladders for the novice. 
He also believes in the use of games 
to learn the wr ink les of program-
ming the Sinclair, or as he puts it, 'the 
mysteries of this marvellous 
machine". 

Lord goes beyond the Sinclair 
in giv ing a guide to other forms of 
Basic programming, plus an intro-
duct ion to the Matterhorn of pro-
gramming: using machine code. In 

his l ight-hearted way he makes it 
seem the easy and natural thing to 
do. 

Using machine code however, is 
easy only to a minor i ty of people. At 
the same t ime it is not as d i f f icu l t as 
some people regard it. 

It is possible to go through l i fe 
wi thout deviating f rom Basic and 
getting just as much satisfaction 
f rom the Sinclair but for anyone who 
really wants to get to know their 
machine, a certain fami l iar i ty w i th 
machine code is necessary and Lord 
provides enough informat ion and 
examples to provide it. 

W i t h a section for the person 
whose hands itch for the soldering 
iron, Lord's book lives up fu l ly to its 
name. It is a valuable book. 

For those who want to squeeze the 
last bit f rom their Sinclair, machine 
code programming is essential. One 
of the best books f rom which to learn 
it is Toni Baker's!P'*6+(#$7! P'%=#$+!
O14+! 1$!`12(! KLQ@?J!

In very small pr int the cover has 
'or ZX-80'. Suspicious buyers might 
th ink that any reference to the first 
Sinclair was included as an after-
thought but this wou ld do Baker a 
disservice for all through the book 
she makes a clear dist inct ion 
between codes for the di f ferent 
machines and ROMs. 

Basically the book is what it 
claims to be̶a manual wh ich w i l l 
take the person who is fami l iar w i th 
Basic but not w i t h machine code to 
the point of making real use of the 
latter.

year. The company also intends to 
produce another small computer, 
market a fu l l range of peripherals 
and software for all its computers, 
and expand overseas and into the 
educational market. 
The man behind the ambit ious 

expansion plans is the newly-
appointed head of the division. Nigel 
Searle. 
"I expect we w i l l launch at least 

one new computer which w i l l not 
replace the ZX-81. but wh ich w i l l 
sell alongside the ZX-81 and be the 
beginning of a range of computers ".

"By the end of the year they w i l l be 

ful ly-supported in terms of peri-
pherals and software. We have 
already developed a mass storage 
device which is of our own design 
and that w i l l be announced later this 
year". 

He added that in future Sinclair 
intends to launch new computers 
w i t h a fu l l range of software. 

Of the educational market. Searle 
said: "Many schools have a ZX-81. 
but the price of them is such that 
many schools ought to have 20 or 30 
of them. We hope to penetrate that 
market in the U.K. and elsewhere". 

This ties w i th his plans for over-
seas growth. The company is in the 

middle of searching for foreign 
distr ibutors. 

"We expect our overseas sales to 
increase substantial ly", he said. 

Searle became head of the com-
puter div is ion four months ago and 
has a long association w i th Cl ive 
Sinclair. He first joined him in the 
Sinclair Radionics company 10 
years ago designing pocket calcula-
tors. He then moved to the U.S. first 
in Cal i fornia and later in New York, 
where he was responsible for pro-
moting the company's calculators 
and watches. 

He stayed w i t h the company unt i l 
1977 when he left. "The calculator 
business was not doing too wel l and 
also it was not really the same com-
pany once the National Enterprise 
Board was involved ". he said. 
Two years later Cl ive Sinclair 

formed Sinclair Research, launched 
the ZX-80 and Searle rejoined him. 
He ran the U.S. off ice in Boston, 
concentrating on sell ing the ZX-80 
and 81 unt i l taking-up his new 
job. 

Software is an area in which 
Searle is part icular ly interested. The 
company has begun a software deve-
lopment project wh ich should bui ld 
the l ibrary to 200 programs by the 
end of the year. 

"They w i l l be available only 
through W H Smith. 26 to start 
w i th , wh ich is just the t ip of the 
iceberg, covering games, education 
and some business. It is an area we 
have neglected in the past but we 
have spent t ime getting together a 
wide range of software for the 
ZX-81". 

Searle has been involved closely 
w i t h the launch of the Spectrum and 
he has decided to continue Sinclair's 
unusual marketing strategy of 
concentrating on mail order. 

"W i t h minor variations we are 
launching our new products the 
same way we always have done", he 
said, but added, that "there are no 
plans at present for putt ing the new 
machine into W H Smith, which is 
Sinclair's only retailer". 

He said the reason was that "not 
many others are selling so many 
computers as we are. We have sold

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far more computers by mail ordei 
than anyone who has sold through 
stores". 

He added that the original idea 
behind the mail order decision was 
that when Sinclair first went into the 
computer market there was no 
obvious retail outlet for a personal 
computer. 

"It does not occur to me. or any-
body else, that Boots. Currys. 
Rumbelows, would sell a computer. 
"It also makes good sense finan-

cially to sell through mail order. We 
do not have to give a dis-
count to retailers which you normal-
ly have to do". 
The promotion of a new product 

through retail distr ibut ion can 
cost so much that the price of the 
product has to be raised by 50 per-
cent. 

Heavy advertising is st i l l essential 
and Searle again adopts an unusual 

policy by not having a pre-deter-
mined budget. 
"We are wi l l ing to spend as much 

on advertising as w i l l produce a pro-
fitable number of sales", he explain-
ed. Last year the cost was sl ightly 
more than £5 and in 1982 it looks as if 
it w i l l be more than £10 mil l ion. 

Where that is spent depends on 
the product w i th advertising in the 
technical press computer journals, 
part icularly the magazines, and the 
Sunday magazines. 

"So far we have had products 
which have been of interest to both 
the specialist computer market and 
the general enthusiast market but 
we might wel l have products in the 
future which would be of interest 
only to your serious computer 
user". 

For the Spectrum, Searle is con-
cerned not only w i th selling the 
machine but also wi th persuading 
people that is it better than rival pro-

ducts. "We would not introduce a 
computer unless it was significantly 
dif ferent f rom our existing one. It 
w i l l appeal to a much wider market 
and we w i l l be try ing to persuade 
people to buy it in preference to 
other products," he said. 

His return to Britain has made l i fe 
much more hectic than it was when 
he was in Boston selling the two ZX 
computers. 

"So far working here has been a bit 
l ike jumping on a train which is pass-
ing at about 60mph. It seems as 
though there are many things to be 
done".

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+N PART one. we developed some 
of the basic machine code con-
cepts and produced a machine 

code loader wh ich poked the code 
into a REM statement at l ine one in 
the Basic programme. 

A very simple four-byte program 
was stored in the REM statement 
and called w i th USR. 

The machine code loader w i l l 
now be used to develop a more 
complex machine code routine, 
wh ich w i l l be a useful addit ion to 
your subroutine l ibrary. 

At this stage, we w i l l not be too 
ambitious and it is probably realistic 
to choose the example we mentioned 
in part one, scroll down. That is to 
say. we w i l l attempt to wr i te a 
machine code rout ine which, when 
called once, moves every l ine on the 
screen down one. leaving the top l ine 
blank and making the bottom l ine 
disappear. This could have any 
number of applications either in 
games or in a rudimentary work 
processor. 

You w i l l need the 16K RAM 
pack added at this stage. When the 
screen is fu l l , wh ich is the case 
w i th most games, the l K RAM is 
generally insuff ic ient and the addi-
t ion of the 16K RAM pack automatic-
ally reserves space for a fu l l display. 
W i t h a collapsed display fi le, the 
coding of our scroll down program 
become d i f f i cu l t to understand. 

The I K machine operates w i t h 
no memory reserved for display 
and builds-up the display f i le as 
you pr int characters on the screen. 

To start wr i t ing a machine code 
routine we f irst need some know-
ledge of the registers available in the 
Z-80 chip. A register is a place/ 
device which can hold one instruc-
t ion or piece of data (byte), where we 
can work on it. It is stored in the 
register as a series of eight zeros or 

ones (bits) in any combination, for 
example. 00001100 is the bit pattern 
for increment (add one to) the 'C' 
register. For this reason, the Z-80 
chip is known as an eight-bit 
processor. 

The registers we w i l l mainly be 
using are the accumulator (A). H. L. 
D, E, B, C, and the flag (F) register. 
The accumulator and flag registers 
are special-purpose registers; the 
other six are very similar, can be

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interchanged and used as pairs such 
as HL. DE. BC. 
They can be used to hold 

addresses point ing to various parts 
of the computer memory, because 
you need 16 bits to address any 
meaningful quanti ty of memory. 
The accumulator works l ike any 

one of the six general-purpose 
registers but can also be used to 
perform ari thmetical and logical 
jobs, whereas the general-purpose 
registers cannot. 

The flag register generally is used 
to tell us whether the result of an 
operation is zero or not. Testing one 
bit in this register w i l l tell us, for 
instance, if subtracting one f rom the 
C register resulted in zero. This is 
used frequently and is very useful. 
In the ZX-81, the system shifts the 

area of memory used for the display; 
but being a very courteous computer 
it keeps us constantly informed of 
where it has gone, by putt ing its new 
start address ( two bytes - sixteen 
bits) in system variables 16396 and 
16397. This is presented as the least 
significant bit at 16396 (lowest part 
of the number, i.e. up to 256) and the 
most significant bit second at 16397 
(product of 256). 
The number stored at 16397 must 

therefore be mul t ip l ied by 256 to 
give the higher order part of the 
address, so to locate the D f i le 
address we must evaluate: 

PEEK (16396)+ 256 * PEEK (16397). 
At any time, we can locate the start 

address of the D f i le by using no l ine 
number and PRINT fo l lowed by the 
foregoing expression. 

We must now think how we w i l l 
achieve scroll down in general 
terms, forgett ing about coding for 
the minute. We shall proceed now 
by wr i t i ng in words how we expect 
the programme to f low, although we 
may have to alter our concept later. 

Begin by f ind ing the address of 
the start of the display f i le and store 
it in a register pair and then f ind the 
address of the end of the display fi le, 
or as much of the display f i le as we 
wish to scroll and also store it in a 
register pair, HL registers say. Load 
the DE register pair w i t h the address 
direct ly below HL on the screen; this 
w i l l involve adding decimal 33 to the 
HL address, since there are 33 
addresses per screen line. 

Next shift the character at the 
posit ion pointed to by HL to the 
posit ion pointed to by DE. (Repeat 

for one whole screen line). This w i l l 
pr int the whole of the l ine scanned 
by HL to the positions below 
scanned by DE. Shift the addresses 
of HL and DE up the screen by one 
l ine and repeat. 
Then repeat unt i l the whole 

screen has been processed in this 
way. Each l ine on the screen has now 
been copied to the l ine below so 
return to basic (RET). 

The completed rout ine is shown in 
Figure 1. It was produced by using 
the rough list f lowchart , presented 
above and the Mostek Z-80 program-
ming manual. It uses the simple 
programming elements we 
described in the f irst article. 

To understand fu l l y the step from 
f low chart list to the f inished 
program, you should study Figure 1 
and the comments in depth, unt i l 
you can understand to your satisfac-
t ion what is happening. 

We now need to enter the code 
into your computer to test that it 
works correctly. Ensure you have 
your 16K RAM attached or it w i l l not 
work. 

Enter the machine code loader we 
developed last time. RUN it and type 
in the decimal code, entering 
NEWL INE after each number. 

Af ter entering the last code, enter 
M M NEWL INE to break out of the 
program. Now delete all lines except 
one and three and add lines 10,20.30, 
and 40 as shown in Figure 2, the 
scroll down test program. 

When you now RUN the program. 
"HELLO" should be pr inted in the 
centre of the screen and. after a short 
delay, it should move down one line. 
It works-congratu la t ions. 

Save this program on tape, since in 
the th i rd art icle we w i l l explain how 
the rout ine might be called f rom a 
Basic program to produce an 
interesting game.

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+N the last issue we looked at the 
meaning and uses of the tr igono-
metric functions SIN. COS. and 

TAN. SIN and COS tend to be need-
ed for anything which involves 
circles. wh ich makes them 
especially important, even if you do 
not care a hoot for tr igonometry. 
This month it is the turn of EXP 

and LN. Unl ike the tr ig, functions, 
you w i l l usually need these only for 
number-crunching, performing cal-
culations w i th mathematical 
formulae. 
The Basic instruct ion EXP X 

corresponds to the mathematician's 
formula exp (x) or. more common. e \ 
LN Y is the natural logarithm. ln(y) 
orlogey. 

Exponentials and logarithms are 
very common in scientif ic work. 
They occur in statistics, radioactive 
decay, chemical reaction rates, 
absorption of l ight by inter-stellar 
dust, and you never know, you 
might need them one day. 
To make l i fe easy the Basic 

notation A**B w i l l be used to mean 
"A raised to the power B". When B 
is a positive whole number, this has 
a simple meaning, for example 
A** l =A; A**2=A*A; A**3=A*A*A . 
When B is not a whole number 

the Bth power is defined in such a 
way that the fundamental equation 
A**(B+C) =<A**B)*(A**C) holds. For 
instance, if X = 10**0.5 then X*X 
=10**(0.5 + 0.5) =10**1 = 10, so X must 
be the square root SQR (10). 
The exponential funct ion EXP 

calculates the powers of a certain 
number, wh ich mathematicians call 
e, roughly equal to 2.7183. If you 
PRINT EXP(l) this number w i l l 
be shown in a l i t t le more detail. In 
general, EXP B is the Bth power of 
e; that is, EXP(B)=e**B. 
This wei rd number f irst became 

important in about 1594 in the 
work of John Napier on logarithms.

interest. 

If £1 is invested at an annual rate 
of interest of 100%, compounded 
yearly and if inf lat ion gets much 
worse this is a l ikely scenario, then, 
every year, it doubles. In N years it 
w i l l have grown to £2**N. 

Suppose that the interest is 
worked out. not every year, but 
every 0.1 of a year; to keep things 
fair, the rate should then be 10 per-
cent Af ter 0.1 years the investment 
has risen to £1.1; after 0.2 10 per-
cent is added, getting £1.21; then 
£1.331. £1.4641.and soon. 

Af ter one year this gives 
£(1.1)**10. about 2.594. and after 
N years it w i l l be £(1.1)**(10*N). 

Interest at one percent compound-

!HERE is a great deal of interest 
in the various ZX-81 RAM 
packs on the market and this 

month's column is devoted to ques-
tions about the eff icient use of 
memory to enable you to decide 
which RAM would suit you best. I 
also answer some questions about 
the RAMs. Susan James of Aberdeen 
writes: 
I have a l K ZX-81 and I keep 

running out of memory . Is there an 
easy way to wo rk out how much 
space is requi red by a program? 
Have you any t ips about how to 
shorten programs w i thou t a l te r ing 
their funct ion? 
The answer to the f irst question is 

no. The amount of space used to hold 
the program can be found by 
entering: 
PRINT PEEK 16396 + 256* PEEK 
16397-16509. 
That l ine calculates the address of 

the end of the program area - held in 
D FILE at 16396 and 16397 - and sub-

occupies 25 bytes plus one byte for 
each character on the screen -
inc luding leading blanks generated 
by PRINT AT. TAB and commas in 
PRINT statements. Space is also 
needed dur ing execution to hold the 
variables area, the calculator stack 
and the machine and GOSUB stacks. 

The amount of spare space at any 
t ime is the dif ference between the 
address held in the stack pointer (SP) 
and the address held in STKEND-a t 
16412. Unfortunately SP can be 
obtained only using a machine code 
routine. 

In any case, the use of memory 
changes dynamical ly dur ing execu-
t ion and so the amount of spare 
space varies, too: hence my advice is 
that if you want to know how much 
space your program alone uses, then 
have a look at D FILE by entering 
PRINT PEEK 16396+ 256*PRINT 
PEEK 16397. 
The bigger your program, the 

bigger the result. Al ternat ively, for 
an idea of how much space has been 
used after a program has RUN, have 
a look at STKENL) by entering:

when the program is running and to 
hold the display file. 
In the ZX-81, the display f i le 

but al lows about 100 bytes for the 
stack. 

There are many tricks you can use 
to shorten a program without 
changing its funct ion and to use 
them to fu l l effect you need to under-
stand the code used to store Basic 

PRINT PEEK 16412 + 256*PRINT 
PEEK 16413 
The dif ference between the result 

and RAMTOP - 17408 on the IK 
ZX-81, 32768 w i t h the 16K RAM -
reflects the amount of spare space 

program lines. There are three rules: 
Each l ine has an overhead of f ive 

bytes - two bytes to hold the line 
number, fo l lowed by two bytes to 
hold the length of the remainder of 
the l ine and a single byte containing 
decimal 118at the end of the line. 

Each character - letters, punctua-
t ion marks, graphics characters -
occupies one byte each, as do key-
boards l ike PRINT. LET. FOR. 

Numbers are held both in char-
acter form and in numeric form. The 
character form uses one byte per 
digi t and is fo l lowed by a byte con-
taining 126 and then f ive bytes con-
taining the numeric form. I 
explained the interpretation of the 
numeric form in detail last month. 

For an idea of the way the rules 
work, plug-in your ZX-81 and enter: 
10 FOR A = 16509 TO 16548 
20 PRINTCHR PEEK A 
30 NEXT A.

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That program looks at the contents 
of the first 40 bytes of the program 
area, so it looks at itself. 

My advice on shortening pro-
grams is: 

Omit REM statements and keep 
PRINT statements as short as 
possible. 

Use the code funct ion to set vari-
able values if possible; for example, 
use: 
LET A=CODE "K " 
rather than LET A = 48 

Keep the number of variables to a 
m in imum by re-using them for a 
new purpose. Loop counters in 
particular use a good deal of space in 
the variables area. 

Use single letters only for variable 
names. 

The next question concerns the 
variables area and is f rom Ken 
Gri f f i ths, who asks: 

Wha t is the formula for the size 
of an array? 

The answer to the question is on 
page 173 of the ZX-81 Basic Pro-
gramming manual. The formula is: 
4 + 2* number of dimensions + 5* 
total number of elements. 

An array B (2. 5, 6) has three 
dimensions and 2*5*6 = 60 elements. 
Hence it requires 4 + 2 * 3 + 5 * 60 = 
310 bytes. 
The equivalent formulae for the 

other variables are: 
NUMBER: 5+ one byte per character 
of the number 
LOOP CONTROL VARIABLE: 18 
bytes 

STRING: 3 + one byte per str ing i tem 
CHARACTER ARRAY: 4+ 2* 
number of dimensions + number of 
elements. 

I have received a number of ques-
tions about the RAMs. from, in parti-
cular. jason Lowe of Rishton, Steve 
Harrop of Tamworth. Geoff Hewi t t 
of Edinburgh, and Russell Wa lk in -
son of Huddersf ie ld. who, incident-
ally. wrote the funniest letter this 
month. 

Can any program w r i t t en for a 
ZX-81 w i t h or w i thou t 16K R AM be 
used w i t h any of the RAMs? Yes, 
provided that you have suff icient 
RAM to accommodate the program 
it can be run using any of the RAMs 
but it is no use attempting to run a 
16K program if you have. say. only a 
4K RAM. 

Are special programs requi red 
for RAMs larger than 16K? No: you 
can add up to 48K of RAM start ing at 
address 16384 wi thout requir ing 
special software, although there are 
two problems. The first is that the 
ZX-81 expects 16K of RAM at most 
and if you have more you must re-set 
the RAMTOP pointer f rom the key-

board when you plug in the power 
supply. To do so. enter: 
POKE 16389.4*M+64 
-256*lNT((4*M+64)/256) 
fo l lowed by NEW 
where M is the amount of extra 
RAM you have. For example, i f you 
add 32K of RAM enter: 
POKE 16389.192 
NEW

The second problem is that the 
display f i le must remain in the 
bottom 16K of RAM. as explained by 
Stephen Adam in!"#$%&'#(! )*+(; page 
22, May 1982. Hence, unless you use 
special software, you are restricted 
to Basic programs smaller than 
about 15K. The remainder of the 
memory can be used to hold large 
arrays. The fo l lowing line w i l l give 
you an approximate idea of the size 
of your program: 
PRINT PEEK 16397/4-16: "K" . 

Wha t is the point of adding RAM 
between 8K and 16K? 

The Sinclair ROM uses addresses 
0 to 8191: 8192 to 16383 is normal ly 
unused and the IK internal RAM 
and 16K and other add-on RAM 
normal ly use 16384 and upwards. 
Some of the memories now available 
provide RAM between 8192 and 
16383. 
The advantage of the faci l i ty is 

that the area is not accessible to 
Sinclair Basic except by using PEEK 
and POKE commands. So it can be 
used to store data wi thout the risk of 
it being over-wr i t ten. In parti-
cular. it is not over-wr i t ten when a 
program is LOADed from cassette 
and it can be used to pass data 
between programs in a similar way 
to the routines I described for saving 
data above RAMTOP in the Apr i l . 
1982!"#$%&'#(! )*+(J!

What does paging mean? The 
microprocessor on which the ZX-81 
is based can look only at 64K of loca-
tions at any one time. Paging is a 
faci l i ty for separating RAM. usually 
but not necessarily into 64K blocks 
or "pages", so that processors can 
swi tch f rom one "page" to another.
